A student as an adult may qualify for other Medicaid (MA) benefits based on Income and/or asset limits. In order to qualify for long term care (Family Care/IRIS) you have to be Medically, Functionally, AND Financially eligible.  A student has to complete a Functional Screen with the Aging and Disability Resource Specialist.  The student also has to be on Medicaid at the time of enrollment.

EMPLOYMENT





Contact the Aging and Disability Resource Center  (ADRC) for options counseling and support services beginning at age 17 1/2 regardless of aging out or graduation (certification of completion).  A student may meet the criteria for long- term care if they have a disability significant enough to qualify.  ADRC will complete a Functional Screen to determine eligibility for long-term care.  ADRC can also assist with resources and referrals for Independent Living, Education and Training.
