Universities/Colleges/Technical Colleges:  Students must self-identify to receive accommodations by contacting the appropriate office (typically Disability Services) at their chosen school.  If students do not self-identify, they will not receive accommodations.





Financial Assistance: If students plan to apply for DVR, they should complete  a FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) form even if they think they will not be eligible.  Also, disability specific support groups and national organizations often offer scholarships for members.
